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DANIEL MAUPIN


This old and worthy citizen was born and raised in Kentucky. Mr. Maupin married in Kentucky and remained there until some time in the forties, when with his family he came to Missouri and settled on a tract of land one mile north and two and one half miles west of Bacon Chapel. He followed farming all of his life. Mr. Maupin was a Democrat and a member of Bacon Chapel. He was an upright man, a good citizen and neighbor, and had the most of them lived to be grown men and women. Mr. Maupin died many years ago, not an old man, but past the meridian of life. He was respected by all who knew him.

JOHN MAUPIN


This is the oldest son of Daniel Maupin, was born in Kentucky. He came to Missouri with his father and assisted in making the farm and building the home. When the war broke out in 1861, he joined the Confederate army and went South. He was in many of the hard fought battles and endured many of the hardships of a soldier’s life. On his return from the war, he resumed farming which he has continued ever since. Many years ago he settled in Nebraska, where he has resided since, a worthy citizen of his adapted State.

ELIHU MAUPIN


A second son, was also born in Kentucky. He, like his brother Joel assisted in making the farm. In the early part of the war he enlisted in the cause of the South and saw much of the hardships of a soldier’s life. On his return home he engaged in farming. While yet a young man, he settled in Nebraska, where he is yet living, following his chosen occupation.

JAMES C. MAUPIN


Was a third son and also born in the state of Kentucky. He came to Missouri with the family and assisted in building the home. James C. Maupin in 1862 joined the Confederate army and was with Col. Joe Porter. He, like most of Col. Porter’s men, had seen but little of war, but was true to his conviction and was willing to forego the dangers and hardships, incident to a campaign which Col. Porter was forced to make, without tents or proper clothing to protect them from storms common at that season of the year. Young Maupin answered to roll call and was ready to follow his officer, or to go where duty required, until the role call after the battle of Kirksville, when he failed to respond, and never since has James C. Maupin been heard from. He was one of the unknown that was slain in that fight and was buried in an unknown soldier’s grave. Thus ended the existence of a brave solider boy.

SIMON PETER MAUPIN


This is a fourth son, and he was born in Missouri on the farm, where he grew to manhood. He has farmed in Macon county where he has lived many years. He obtained his education in the district school house, located on the northeast corner of Robert Smith’s land, and one and one fourth mile due west of Bacon Chapel. In this school house, known as the Smith School, most of the boys of the neighborhood living west of the Chapel received their education. Peter is a member of the M. E. C. S., a Democrat and a worthy citizen of his adopted county.

JOHN A. MAUPIN


A fifth son, was also born and raised on the old homestead. He, too, obtained his education as the above described school. John A. Maupin farmed till several years ago, he went west where he engaged in mining and other pursuits. He is an old bachelor, and a worthy citizen of this adopted state.

WALTER J. MAUPIN


A sixth son, was born and raised on the farm. He, too, obtained his education at the home district school. Walter J. Maupin has lived on a farm, and followed it’s pursuits most of his life. He has been west several times, and while there looked after stock and did ranch work. He improved and lives on a good farm six miles north of Clarence. He has a nice family, who remain on the farm while he marks his trips and short stays in the west. Walter is a democrat, a Methodist, a good neighbor and citizen, and a worthy boy of the old neighborhood.

WILLIAM DAVIS PRICE MAUPIN


This is the seventh son and youngest child of Daniel Maupin. He was born and raised on the old farm. He, like his brothers and sisters, attended the district school, in the meantime doing his part of the farm work. Price, as we all best know him, has followed farming till some three years ago, he went west and worked at various things. At this time he is a time keeper for a company, who employs many hands. Price is a Methodist, a democrat, and a worthy citizen of his adopted state.

LACY MORRIS


Mr. Morris was a native of Delaware, born in Sussex county, Feb. 1813. He married in his native state, and in 1841 came to Missouri, and settled in Bacon Chapel neighborhood. He first lived on and owned the land south of the church known for many years as the Dr. Edmond’s farm, but now owned by Mr. Henry Eaton. He sold this farm after a few years and bought a farm, one mile east of Lentner known as the Judge Young farm. His wife died in 1861. Mr. Morris married again in 1863. He sold his farm in 1864 to Braxton Blackburn, and bought a farm one mile east and one half mile south of Hagers Grove, where he lived for some twenty years. Having lived his three score and ten years, and being ripe for the harvest time, and politic in the fruits of a well spent life he yielded up the past, and passed to his reward. Old Uncle Lacy, as we all called him, was a devout Christian being one of the substantial members of Bacon Chapel in her early history. He held many offices in the church. He was a democrat, a good neighbor, and a citizen of unimpeachable character. When Mr. Morris settled in Hagers Grove neighborhood, there was but one Methodist in that section. Being true to his convictions and pious in his every day life, by his prayers and exhortations, others were led to become religious and a class was organized, and he lived to see a church house built on one corner of his farm, and a dedicated, Morris Chapel.
